Create decorative flashcards

Create a flashcard sequence of the
‘major plot points of the novel we are
reading. Each card is a different plot
point and must be organized according
to the proper sequence the event
occurred in the novel.

Front side: Briefly Describe the scene
you believe is an important plot point.
Be sure to write the page or pages this
scene takes place on. If possible, use a
direct quote either about the scene or
from the scene, if not explain why you
believe this point was significant
enough for its own card.

Back Side: In some artistic form
showcase the event you are describing
on the front. This can be a mini
drawing, a handful of emojis, or
anything other type of image.

Should have roughly 5-10 cards
depending on the novel you choose.

Debate

For this choice you will need to
first choose one of the theme’s we
discussed in class that you believe
is either the most important theme
or the clearest theme to see from
the novel. Then you will find a
partner who believes a different
theme to you. You two will plan a
debate to perform in front of the
class, after your planned debate
has ended your classmates can
challenge your point of view with
questions and you will need to
defend your theme on the spot.

Essay

Write a short argumentative essay
defending your opinion on the book.
You can either love or hate this novel
but you must choose a definite side,
and defend your side with in text
evidence and explain clearly your
reasoning for your opinion. If you
disliked the novel, you cannot say “I
didn’t like it simply because”, you
have to be able to point out specific
aspects or details that sculpted your
opinion on the book. When working
on this one, you may realize the
opinion you initially had has shifted.

Story Map

One a poster board design a story map
laying out the different locations of the
novel. In each location choose 1-2
important scenes that took place in this
location. Design an area representing
this location and then explain the plot
point(s). Be sure to include the chapters
these locations are found in and why
you believe the location is important to
the plot.

Spin OfF
Highlight a theme we discussed
from the novel, write your own
spin off from the novel. This can
be a fan fic, a revision, or anything
of your creation but must include
at feast one character from the
original and be focused around one
of the major themes we discussed
in class.

Advertisement

You will design an advertisement
poster for the novel. It can either
encourage or discourage someone to
read the novel, but it must have a brief
summary of the book and a short
reasoning as to why or why not you
believe it should be read. There must
be some creative or visual aspect to
this piece.

PowerPoint Plotting

Create a PowerPoint explaining the
novel to someone who hasn’t read it.
Each slide should have a different
‘major event and an image of some kind
that corresponds with the moment in
the story you are talking about. For this
option, assume your reader has no
background knowledge and has never
heard of the book, so you will have to
preface the book and be sure to hit all
‘major points not just an overall
summary.

Poetry

Create a poem of some that
highlights a major theme we have
discuss in the novel. You must
portray this same theme through
your poetry in some way. This
option is the most open but
possibly the hardest.

Act out

In a group no larger than five and no
smaller than two you will choose your
favorite or least favorite scene in the
book. You will act out the scene to
your peers and then explain why you
chose this scene and why it is your
favorite or least favorite scene. The
scene must be preapproved by me
beforehand to ensure it is long enough.

For this Choice Board students will need to choose two assignments from the three different

levels: Plot, Theme, and Opinion.
